If you have al-
ready thrown your Test 1 formula sheet out, create
another one now while the information is still
somewhat fresh.

Do your post-lab before the lab

If you aren’t already doing this, start now. Make
sure to do your post-lab and pre-lab prior to lab.
It’ll save you a lot of time.
